Tracy Jane Comer and Carmen Nickerson to perform at Milwaukee Street Traders on December 16
Madison, WI, November 2005 – Award-winning singer/songwriter Tracy Jane Comer, a North Carolina native now based in Madison, WI, will return to Delafield’s Milwaukee Street Traders for a performance on December 16 starting at 7:00 pm. This marks Tracy’s fourth appearance at the recently remodeled venue. Special guest Carmen Nickerson of Milwaukee will open the show.

Tracy performs multi-flavored contemporary folk-rock, accompanying herself on guitar and piano. She is currently promoting her latest CD, Quietly There, which was released in November of 2004 and was nominated for Best Acoustic Album in the 2005 Madison Area Music Awards (MAMAs). Tracy also earned MAMA nominations for Best Acoustic Artist in 2004 (as soloist) and 2005 (as part of the trio Sticky Fingers) and Best Acoustic Album for her debut CD, Second Wind, in  2004. She has been honored three times by Song of the Year International Songwriting Competition in the Folk category and is a two-time recipient of the ASCAP Plus Award. Her music is receiving airplay on FM/AM and Internet radio stations across the U.S. as well as in Canada, England, Ireland, Australia, Germany, and Japan. 

A review of Tracy’s latest CD remarks on her diverse musical influences: "Although her music is acoustic-based, the arrangements go much deeper, culling from classical, folk, jazz, pop and rock...Comer's work is diverse and dynamic. Upon each listen more subtle sounds and styles unfold..." (Kweevak.com, March 2005 CD review).  Tracy has frequently been compared to greats such as Joni Mitchell, Joan Baez, Patty Larkin, and Emily Saliers, and Judy Collins. She maintains a busy performing schedule in and outside of Madison, as a soloist and also as part of the folk trio Sticky Fingers. She has been a frequent guest on Madison area radio and television programs and has performed five full television concerts to date. She has opened shows for Willy Porter, The Wailin’ Jennys, LJ Booth, Peter Mulvey, Mary McCaslin, and Cathy Barton.

Opening artist Carmen Nickerson began her career in Iowa, then traveled the world before making her current home in Milwaukee, WI. While in Los Angeles her highlights include soundtrack music and sessions with Hollywood Records (a Disney label). In Milwaukee, she is a session singer for Hal Leonard Publishing, records commercial jingles for My Music Is and does live shows with a host of local favorites from the Eddie Butts Band to Mary Karlzen. Carmen is currently working on a full length cd with Da Soul Recordings due out soon.
