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Tracy Jane Comer & Band to Perform at Madison’s New Brink Lounge
Madison, WI, June 2006 – Award-winning singer/songwriter and multi-instrumentalist Tracy Jane Comer, a North Carolina native now based in Madison, WI, will perform with her band at Madison’s new upscale nightclub and wine/martini bar, The Brink Lounge, on Friday, June 30 starting at 9:00 pm. Madison musician Laura Day will offer an opening set starting at 8:00 pm. Tracy Jane Comer and Randy Green previously performed at the venue as a duo during opening weekend in late May.

Hailed as "a versatile vocalist who writes compelling, visual songs" (Kweevak’s Tracks), Tracy is also a standout guitarist, pianist, and cellist with a rare blend of talent and personality that has gained her sustained media attention as an intelligent and loveable entertainer. Her music is often lauded for its depth and variety, stemming from an extensive musical background that includes years of formal study plus involvement with folk, pop/rock, choral and theater music and many things in between…even a touch of blues and jazz: "Although her music is acoustic based, the arrangements go much deeper, culling from classical, folk, jazz, pop and rock...Comer's work is diverse and dynamic. Upon each listen more subtle sounds and styles unfold...Tracy Jane Comer is a musical force…" (Kweevak’s Tracks).


For this show, Tracy will be joined by band members Randy Green (keyboard, guitar), Steve Kasprzak (upright bass), and Rock Williams (drums and percussion), all of whom appear on Tracy’s highly-acclaimed latest recording, Quietly There. The band performed last year on WISC/UPN14’s Urban Theater television show and more recently at Madison’s Marquette Waterfront Festival. They will perform Tracy’s original music along with selected covers.


Tracy has opened several tour shows for Willy Porter and has also appeared with national acts including Peter Mulvey, The Wailin' Jennys, LJ Booth, and more. She has been likened to guitar mavens Patty Larkin, Emily Saliers, and Alex DeGrassi, folk legends Joni Mitchell, Judy Collins and Joan Baez, pop artists Shawn Colvin and Sarah MacLachlan, as well as modern troubadours Dar Williams and Patty Griffin. Her music includes both vocal and instrumental works; her lyrics cover a variety of topics ranging from personal to universal, with memorable melodies and well-crafted accompaniments. 


Tracy currently tours in the Midwest and around her home state of NC. She has performed as cellist with Warner Brothers artist Holly Brook and others, and also records and performs on cello, vocals, guitar, fiddle, piano, and hammered dulcimer with several side projects (Sticky Fingers, Alchemy, Elixir) and as a freelance musician.


Tracy’s music has been heard on MTV's reality show MADE and is now being aired on various forms of radio on four continents. She has earned four nominations by the Madison Area Music Awards (MAMAs), two each for BEST ACOUSTIC ALBUM and BEST ACOUSTIC ARTIST (2004, 2005), and offered what the Wisconsin State Journal called a “standout performance” at the 2006 MAMAs ceremony. She has been honored several times by VH1’s Song of the Year International Songwriting Contest and by the Peace Driven Songwriting Contest, and is a two-time recipient of the ASCAP Plus Award. A frequent invited guest on local media, she has performed several full television concerts (solo and with band) in addition to making numerous guest appearances on both radio and television. She has released three CDs and two live concert DVDs, plus a CD with side project Sticky Fingers. Her music has also been selected for inclusion on several compilation projects.


The Brink Lounge is located at 701 East Washington Street in Madison, adjacent to the High Noon Saloon. The Lounge offers an upscale atmosphere, with a 9,000 square-foot main seating area spanning three stories and first-class amenities.
